Dress Code-Three C’s
To go along with our high academic expectations, we believe students should follow the three C’s in our school attire: Collared, Corporate and Covered. For those that do not wish to adhere to this expectation, a waiver is available and a meeting is required with the principal. All attire must follow the basic rules of safety and respect. 

Collared

Shirts and blouses must be:
· Polo shirts 
· Button down the front shirts or blouses (buttoned appropriately)
· Free of all wording, pictures, studs, jewels, etc. 

· Students may wear collared shirts/blouses with a VMMS logo on them
· A turtleneck/t-shirt may be worn under a traditional polo/button down the front shirt
· Non-collared shirt may not be worn over collared shirts 
Sweaters may be:
· Worn over collared shirts as long as the collar is showing
· Sweatshirts/sweat suits must be: sized to fit
· Free of all wording, pictures, studs, jewels, etc. 

· Students may have the VMMS logo on the sweatshirt
· Jackets and Coats of the appropriate size must be worn with approved clothing underneath   

 (Note that jackets and coat are not a substitute for collared shirts)

Corporate
Pants, slacks, jeans, shorts, skirts and skorts must be:

· Sized to fit
· Hemmed 
· Sagging of pants is not permitted 

· Free of all wording, pictures, studs, jewels, etc. 

· Free of holes or slits and must be hemmed without fraying  

· Be free of slogans, designs, advertisements, numbers
· Appropriate mid thigh length for shorts, skirts and skorts
· In general, clothing must be clean, modest, and in good repair
Shoes 
· With soles
· Acceptable footwear includes tennis shoes, loafers, flats, pumps and dress shoes 
· All shoes requiring shoelaces must be laced and tied appropriately
Covered
· Clothing should cover the stomach, midriff, chest, back and shoulders 
· Clothing should not be excessively tight or made from sheer or loosely woven fabrics
· Clothing should not reveal any part of undergarments, including bra straps or boxer shorts
Safety and Respect

· NO sandals, thongs/flip-flops, open-toed shoes, spiked heels or steel-toed shoes
· NO sweatbands
· NO wallet-chains longer than 6 inches
· NO clothing depicting or promoting alcohol, tobacco, drugs or sex or violence or clothing which contains profanity, vulgarity, nudity, obscenity or offensive logos, symbols or slogans

· NO clothing which is degrading to any cultural, sexual or religious values

· NO clothing which promotes racial segregation or superiority

· NO jewelry or accessories which display studs, spikes, replica weapons, or drug paraphernalia, or which may pose a threat to student safety such as toe rings or large hoop earrings
· NO hats, caps, hairnets, “do-rags”, wave caps, bandannas, hoods, beanies, headbands, visors, or other head coverings except (1) unaltered VMMS logo items and (2) sun-protective wear specifically approved by school officials to be worn outside only
· Any other attire determined by school administration to be a classroom or campus distraction, hazardous or inappropriate and specifically identified as such
The principal or designee maintains emergency authority to declare any new specific attire as gang-related, working in conjunction with the local sheriff.   If any item is added to the list, all students will be duly notified (e.g. student bulletin, parent newsletter, etc.). Decisions regarding the appropriateness of clothing will be handled by the principal or assistant principal (designee). Students dressed inappropriately will be immediately required to change clothes.  In the event there is a concern regarding clothes or appearance, parents may call the school.
